POLICE CHECK REQUIREMENT

The procedure to obtain a Police Records Check for Vulnerable Screening for Employment (police check) requires that all permanent residents living in your house, who are over the age of 12, must personally attend at the police station, with picture identification and something showing your address (even mail addressed to you will do, if you (or your child) do not have a driver’s licence, for example).  The cost to obtain two original copies of this check is $40.00 – PER HOUSEHOLD – no matter how many people are being checked.  If you and your family members attend at the police station separately, for example, you must tell them that this is a household check.   It takes 5-7 days to process the checks and one person can pick up the household checks or you can have it mailed to you for an additional $2.10 (payable at the time you attend at the police station).
